BACKGROUND 

P.A.C.E. Canada was founded in 1987 
to assist community-based pre-
schools in Jamaica in partnership 
with the Jamaica Ministry of Educa-
tion.  The focus has since expanded 
to include the well being of children 
in Canada . 
 

MISSION 

P.A.C.E. Canada promotes early 
childhood education with a special 
focus on children of pre-school age 
in situations of racial, cultural or 
economic disadvantage. 
 

P.A.C.E. Canada recognizes that the 
early years are crucial in the devel-
opment and education of chil-
dren.  The organization therefore 
supports and mobilizes community 
efforts in ways that help to provide a 
positive learning environment for 
young children.   

OUR PROGRAMS 

ADOPT-A-SCHOOL PROGRAM 

This program has been the corner-
stone of the work of P.A.C.E. Canada 
since its inception. Through our 
Adopt-A-School program, P.A.C.E. 
Canada annually supports more than 
300 schools, investing in a brighter 
future for more than 12,000 little 
girls and boys 3 to 5 years.  There 
are over 2600 Basic schools, or Early 
Childhood Institutions, registered 
with Jamaica’s Early Childhood Com-
mission and approximately 130,000 
children in the early childhood edu-
cation sector.  The need for support 
is huge. 

CHILDREN’S STORYBOOK  
PROGRAM 

The Helen Sissons Canadian Chil-
dren’s Story Award is presented to a 
Canadian writer of stories for young 
children that reflect the diversity of 
the Canadian population. 
 
TEACHER TRAINING 
AND DEVELOPMENT 

P.A.C.E. Canada supports early child-
hood students teachers in Canada 
and Jamaica through bursaries, and 
teacher certification in partnership 
with the HEART/National Training 
Agency in Jamaica and George 
Brown College in Canada. Confer-
ences are also held to update the 
community on early childhood initia-
tives.  
 
BOYS AND GIRLS CLUB 
OF SCARBOROUGH 
P.A.C.E. Canada adopted Eastside 
Child Care Centre (in 2008) and East 
Scarborough Child Care Centre (in 
2009). The Centres are administered 
by the Boys and Girls Club of East 
Scarborough. Each adopted Child 
Care Centre receives an annual do-
nation from P.A.C.E. Canada’s 
General Fund.
